The certificate issued makes it possible to submit an application for the MA program in French Language, Literature and Culture.

You will be notified if your application meets the department requirements and then you will be asked to pay an entrance exam fee of EUR 250. After receiving this payment, an entrance exam will be scheduled. Instructors from your intended department will evaluate your academic and language proficiency, as well as your motivation. The exam interview is conducted in person, either at the Faculty or at another venue, and can also be done via Skype if necessary. Your identity will be validated through your documents, and the minutes of the meeting will be recorded. Applicants will be informed of the results. If successful, you will receive instructions for the next steps to register.
