The paired expression of the Kv7.1 α subunit along with the minK β subunit in a suitable expression system results in potassium currents resembling the native IKs current.
Validation of the functional properties of the Kv7.1/minK channels by patch-clamp technique is required. Cells validation is required for manual and/or automated patch-clamping. Aliquots of frozen cells are requested. All delivered cells should be free of mycoplasma.
The cell line will be used for academic and non-commercial purposes.
