THE SCHOLARSHIP

The Hungarian Government established the
Hungarian Diaspora Scholarship for those who
live in a Hungarian diaspora outside of Eu-
rope and wish to study at a Hungarian higher
education institution to develop their personal,
professional and cultural relations to Hungary.
The operation of the Scholarship Program is
controlled by the Minister of Foreign Affairs
and Trade and is managed by Tempus Public
Foundation.

ELIGIBILITY

Applicants can apply if they turn 18 (or 16 in the
case of Dance study programs) by December 31 in
the year of receiving the scholarship. In this case,
the declaration of their legal representative must
be submitted as part of their application.
Applicants holding dual-citizenship are eligible

to apply for the scholarship, also in case one of

the citizenships is Hungarian. The knowledge of
Hungarian language is not amongst the application
requirements, except for study programs in Hun-
garian language.

Please note: The applicant is not eligible to receive
the Scholarship Program for the Hungarian Diaspo-
ra in case they have another concurrent scholarship
from the Hungarian central budget.
