Professor Dr. Bernhard Homey is the head of the Department of Dermatology at the University of Düsseldorf. He is an internationally recognized leader in dermatological research. His outstanding scientometric parameters highlight his excellence, with an H-index of 65 and more than 26,000 citations (Scopus). His main research area focuses on the pathogenesis of inflammatory skin diseases. He was the leader of a joint research program supported by the European Union in collaboration with the Department of Dermatology University of Szeged. This collaboration resulted a number of research findings published in prestigious journals. 
His main research achievements include:
[bookmark: _GoBack]He discovered distinct chemokine-driven homing pathways to skin and other anatomical niches. Together with his wife Anja Müller, an oncologist, he introduced the concept of chemokine receptors as guidance molecules for organ-specific metastasis. His discovery on the role for IL-31 signaling in pruritic skin disease such as atopic dermatitis and prurigo nodularis lead to the development of an effective therapeutic strategy with the IL-31RA-neutralizing antibody.
