The 11th EFAS (European Federation of Audiology Societies) Congress is being held in Budapest, at Boscolo Hotel between 19-22 June 2013, in conjunction with the 50th Annual Congress of the Hungarian Society of Audiology. 

The European Federation of Audiology Societies, EFAS is a non-profit organization, formed as a federation of National Audiology Societies in the European countries.

Audiology is defined as the science of hearing and the alleviation of the effects of disorders of the auditory system.
